FROM THE PASTOR

As we celebrate Pentecost, the commissioning of the
disciples and sending them out into the world, we
recognize that going out into the world to share the
good news, in any and all languages, the missionary
drive expects us to gather the people we find, like
sheep or fish, and to bring them in. "Exitus et reditus"
is the language used here, a going out (exitus) and a
coming back in (reditus). The tide goes out and comes
back in, we breathe out and breathe back in. We are
sent out at the end of each Sunday Mass, and what do
we bring back in with us the next Sunday? Or who? We
are invited into a very definite family: God is our
Father, Jesus is our brother, and we become more than
neighbors, but family. Each of our parish's actions are
to be directed to the evangelism of people who lack a
family, who lack a relationship with God, with Jesus,
and to joining us at our church where the main point
of our gathering is in the building up of our
relationships with God, and with each other by
extension. God devised this whole plan, entering into
our lives, sending his Son and eventually the Holy
Spirt, because of the separation that had grown
between himself  and his people, to the point of not
even being recognized. So unrecognizable had he
become to his people that they took him for a criminal
and killed him. We can still mistake the image of God
and offend against it, instead of honoring it and
following it and allowing it to be transformative of us,
even His image in creation and even in each other.
May we allow the Spirit to move in us, to allow his
gifts to shine through us, and to lead us to greater
closeness with the Father.
